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STUDENT MISSIONARY PROJECT REQUEST FORM

Why Student Missions?
High school, college and seminary students desire to participate in relevant ministry roles that assist local CNBC and Southern Baptist churches while being developed in the areas of missions and Christian service. The goal is to:

· Lead students to discover future areas of service as they learn from experienced ministry leaders;
· Lead students to develop their relationship with God as He uses them to meet the spiritual and physical needs of others;
· Lead students to deploy on a mission for Christ that will take them into new cultures to experience missions and the missional living firsthand; and,
· Assist local churches, campus ministries, and NAMB missionaries in mission needs related to church planting and evangelism that utilizes the skills, creativity, and passions of students.
What should I know before requesting student missionaries?

The following key points contribute to a successful missions experience for the field and the students. 
· The Project Request Form should be completed by the local supervisor.
· Student missionary activities must support and assist local Canadian National Baptist Convention churches or church plants.
· Careful attention should be given to pre-planning the mission activities. This includes housing arrangements, food, and ministry activities. 
· Be creative in the use of students! They will thrive and your church/organization will benefit.

What is the process for requesting a project?

Step 1: Complete the Project Request Form.  Please see the last page of this document for additional instructions for making Canadian requests. 
Step 2: Forward the completed Project Request Form to Mel Cruikshank, the CNBC Student Mobilization Ministry Leader.  Email cnbc.send.students@telus.net.  
Step 3: Register for Developing & Managing People Training if you’ve not already completed it. Contact the CNBC for upcoming training events. Or, contact NAMB’s Next Level Leadership at 800.789.8657 ext. 6116.  This training is also available on line at http://www.e-quip.net/ .  On the e-quip web site search for Developing and Managing People. There are 6 sessions. 
Step 4:  Mel Cruikshank, will review the request to determine if it is in alignment with CNBC and NAMB strategy and if there are adequate systems of supervision and logistical support. If the request for student missionaries is approved, the request is forwarded to the Missionary Mobilization team at NAMB.
Step 5: The Missionary Mobilization Team reviews the request and posts the project. If no student has been pre-enlisted by the local ministry site, then the Missionary Mobilization Team will work to enlist students. If students have already been recruited for the project, then the request will be logged and matched with the requested student’s application.

Grace Baptist Church is located in Anytown, Canada. The purpose of our ministry is to expand God's kingdom on Earth as it is Heaven by making disciples who would spend their lives bringing Heaven to Earth. The student missionary will do this by helping us develop new outreach events and creative communications that help us reach into our surrounding communities.  These events will lead to new personal relationships being established with our neighbors. We will share our faith and invite these new "friends" to our gatherings on Sunday morning. The missionary will also be responsible for helping us identify key city venues (third places, etc.) and key city leaders for us to develop relationships with as a church. 

The student missionary will benefit through serving out of their giftedness to create collisions between unbelievers and our new and developing church family. The planning that will take place with other church leaders will help teach a servant leadership that involves setting up our ministry teams, leaders, and members for success as we engage our uncreached neighbors. The student will also benefit from being on the ground floor of a growing and developing church plant.
What is the primary responsibility of the student missionary? Develop a Hope Baptist presence within the physical community and the online community.
What specific activities will the student engage in to accomplish this responsibility?


1. Create engaging events that will lead to meeting new people and sharing our faith with neighbours.

2. Create an engaging online presence that supports and enhances what we do in the community, as well as an "internal" online site that serves as a communication tool for the church as we coordinate events, groups, and outreaches.

1. Our church members will interact with 200 unbelievers in our immediate surrounding area as we engage the lost around us through creative and engaging community events.

MISSIONARY DEVELOPMENT PLAN
Fundamental to Student Missions is the development of future missionaries, church planters, and church leaders. Five foundations, or core areas, that students should be nurtured in are:
1. Growing Spiritual Maturity – They value learning and growth in their own life.

2. Gospel Centered Life and Ministry – They value a balance of word and deed through grace.

3. Reproducing Disciple Maker – They value Biblical disciple making.

4. Biblical Missiology – They value a theology that is in step with a missional/outward/kingdom focused life.

5. Networking – They value community and relationships in fulfilling the Great Commission.

Using these 5 Foundations of a Missionary, write out an action plan to make this happen.  This is where you as a local supervisor communicate your plan for helping the student develop as an individual through the mission experience.

Churches, Pastors, Leaders: 

For most effective promotion of your project on campuses across North America, you MUST fill out the application and have it into Mel Cruikshank’s Office by August 1, 2011

To sign the word document for emailing, please type your name including the email address from which you are sending. The request should originate from the supervisor’s email address. 
When the request is filled out, email it as an attachment to cnbc.send.students@telus.net.
If you are not able to send this request by email, please contact Mel Cruikshank for alternative arrangements. 
Note: The request form is significantly changed from the past few years.  Please read carefully the guidelines from NAMB included in the request form.  Note  the new emphasis in a) direct support of CNBC churches and church plants,  b) supervision training, c) planning onsite logistics,  and d) a missionary development plan.
Some things to consider:

NAMB strives to recruit as many students as possible but every year there are more requests than they are able to fill.  So we encourage you to seek partnerships and to establish relationships with campus ministries and churches so you can have a part in recruiting students.

If you request and receive a summer missionary, these are your responsibilities in hosting the missionary:

• Food & housing/utilities
• Operation/program budget
• Transportation on the field
• Supervision, orientation, & debriefing
If you can not cover the above expenses, then in your application request, you must list the dollar amount that the student must bring with them to cover those expenses.  

Remember student missionaries are not only giving of their time, but are also giving up a summer where they could be working.  If you ask student missionaries to provide significant funds on top of this, there will be fewer students who will be able to consider your request.

Dates of Service
There are more students available for a 5 to 6 week project than for longer commitments. Remember, that most American students have to be back to their universities by the middle of August. So, if you put your ending date at August 20th, the majority of students will just pass your request by and not even consider it. We suggest you set the ending date by August 2nd or 3rd. 
NOTE: NAMB will cover travel (flight) expenses to and from the field, for students who serve 31 days or longer. So you are much more likely to receive a missionary if you will host them at least 31 days.
Provision for Student Missionaries
