Decline:

Student B: Hello

Student A: Hello, may I speak to (Student B’s name)?

Student B: This is (Student B’s name).

Student A: Hello, (Student B’s name). This is (Student A’s name). Thank you for
the invitation to the birthday party. I'm sorry, but I cannot come to the party.
Student B: That’s OK. Thank you for calling.

Student A: Your welcome. Bye.

Student B: Bye.
